Reflection Questions

- What labels has the world placed on you that do not align with who God says you are?

- How do you define success? How does God define it?

- What area of your heart needs attention today?

Action Step

Spend 10 minutes in silence today. Ask God: "What do You see when You look at me?" Write down what comes to your

spirit.



Day 3: Leading Your Home

"But as for me and my house, we will serve the Lord." - Joshua 24:15

Every man is called to be a spiritual leader in his home. This does not mean being a dictator. It means being the first one

on your knees, the first to apologize, and the first to point your family toward God.

Reflection Questions

- What does spiritual leadership look like in your household right now?

- Are there areas where you have been passive instead of proactive?

- How can you create space for worship and prayer at home this week?

Action Step

Initiate a brief family prayer time today. Even 5 minutes of praying together can shift the atmosphere of your home.
